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St. Columba of Iona Day ï June 9th  
 

On June 9th, the Celtic Christian world celebrates ñSt. Columba of Ionaò Day. Saint 
Columba (December 7, 521 ï June 9, 597) was an Irish abbot and missionary credited 
with spreading Christianity in what is today Scotland. He founded the important abbey on 
Iona, which became a dominant religious and political institution in the region for 
centuries. 
 
As the ñnewò Christian faith spread, the druidic tradition collapsed.  Columba was one of 
twelve students of St. Finnian, who became known as the Twelve Apostles of Ireland. He 
became a monk and eventually was ordained a priest. 
 

Tradition asserts that, sometime around 560, Columba became involved in a quarrel over a psalter (Book 
of Psalms). The dispute eventually led to a battle in 561, during which as many as 3000 men were killed. 
Clerics threatened to excommunicate him, holding him responsible for the many deaths.  Rather than 
excommunication, Columba resolved to expiate his offense by going into exile and win for Christ as many 
souls as had perished in the terrible battle.  
 

 
Historyôs Mystery or Miracle? 

 
Among Columbaôs legacy, stories abound about various 
miracles performed - such as healing people with 
diseases, expelling malignant spirits, subduing wild 
beasts, calming storms, and even returning the dead to 
life. 
 
A biography of his life claims the first recorded sighting 
of Nessie, The Loch Ness Monster,  in 565 A.D. On a trip 
to the highlands, he ran across a group of people 
burying a man who had been bitten by the monster in 
the River Ness. The Saint supposedly asked another 

man present to swim across the river. When the man jumped in, the monster rose from the depths and 
Saint Columba, invoking Godôs power, banished it. The story was written nearly a century after the 
supposed encounter; but even so, it remains a popular piece of ñevidenceò used to demonstrate Nessieôs 
existence. 
 
The next recorded sighting happened over 1300 years later in 1933. Shortly thereafter, with the building of 
a road along the lochôs coast, many more sightings of the monster were reported. 
 
St. Columba died on Iona at the age of 75 and was buried in 597 by his monks in the abbey he created. St. 
Columba is also known as Colm, Colum and Columcille and his Feast day is June 9.

Postal Food Drive

It was a gloriously beautiful day Saturday, not simply because the 
sun was shining, a pleasant breeze blowing or even with the dayôs 
humidity staying within tolerable levels.  What made this a 
wonderful Saturday was the love that was on display at the College 
Drive Post Office.  Dozens of people, both old and young, men and 
women, all giving of their precious weekend time for the earnest 
desire to feed people that they might not know or even ever meet.  
  
From 1:30pm to about 6pm, groceries were unloaded from the post 
office vehicles and wheeled over to the sorting tables, where boxes 
of cereal and pasta were separated from cans of vegetables and 
beans, then placed in post office baskets.  They were weighed, then 
put into pickup trucks, then taken to a central collection site for 
further sorting and boxing.  This process was repeated non-stop, 
for the next several hours, by a crew of smiling, laughing, 
wonderful people.  In all, 12,315 pounds of food were collected for 

the Clothes Closet.  This is a true blessing for the many people in need, and I assure you, they are 
humbly grateful.  
  
On a personal note, Iôve had the pleasure of playing the role of Jesus at our St. Giles play, which has 
resulted in my fellow parishioners referring to me as ñJ.C.ò.  Well, that Saturday I got to see my fellow 
parishioners step into that role, and they performed it flawlessly.  
  
David Foster  also reported on the Postal Food Drive:  
 
Ray Carignan served as project coordinator. A large number of church members and youth group 
participated in The National Letter Carriers Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive on Saturday, May 14th. As in 
previous years, our members worked at the College Drive Post Office sorting, boxing, weighing and 
transporting over 12,000 pounds of food. The food was taken to St. Catherineôs Catholic Church where 
an army of volunteers sorted the food and then shipped it over to the Clothes Closet for future 
distribution to the needy.
